4. To ensure any design of buildings come within national and local guidelines and that consideration is given by all planners, developers and the Local Authority, to all regulations.

5. To help in the development of a Spatial Planning Policy for the  

Ecclesfield Plan and for the Conservation Area.

6. To consider the possible setting up of a Conservation Awards Scheme.

     Landscaping

     Small projects.

7. To protect and conserve areas of field and woodland which are the natural habitat of fauna, birds and flora in Ecclesfield.

8. To encourage visitors, tourists and walkers etc to visit Ecclesfield by enhancing and promoting the attractions of the village.
What is a Spatial Planning Policy?

A plan not only for land use but also one that sets the scene for what life in general in Ecclesfield in 2020-2025 might be.
In essence a Development Plan
Must involve Local Council, Government, Outside Agencies, Local Education Authority and Commerce and Road Traffic Agency.

Must involve residents – difficult.
