Christmas tree at “St. Marys Church:

B. S. and K.F. have obtained necessary trimming and will be applying these. If anybody wants to contribute anything else, the theme is “While Shepherds watched their flocks by night”, and the tree will be in the church on Thursday evening 6-00 to 9-00 pm.

J. P. is to provide leaflets to place at the base of the tree. [I have just left 20 leaflets, each advertising 5 groups left at the base of the two trees]

Ecclesfield Christmas tree: It is hoped that T. P. will make a safe power connection to the tree. [ Further work will then be needed to erect the tree and mount and secure the lights ]

TC Mini Mart: The retrospective planning applications for the sign and shutters outside the old Post Office have been refused and an enforcement letter sent by Sheffield City Council.

Detailed Minutes

Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence were received from J. P. , M.M., L.Q, and T.I.” [ J. P. thanks the note takers who provided K.F. with the original transcripts, and K.f. for typing them up and emailing him  the draft of these minutes.]

1. The minutes of previous meeting were approved [ As amended 2008-10-22 ]
2. Matters arising to be dealt with through agenda.

3. Christmas Tree in St. Mary’s Church.

   There will be two tree’s, one allocated to The Village Plan and one allocated to Ecclesfield Conservation Group. Parks and Pavilion / Scrubbers are not participating. The theme is the carol – “while shepherds watch their flocks by night”. B. S and K.F. have obtained the necessary trimming to go with the theme and will be applying these on Thursday evening in the Church from 6-00 to 9-00 pm. The flyer J. P. has mocked up will be placed at the bases of both tree’s to encourage new members.

4.  Ecclesfield Christmas Tree

   A £300-00 grant has been offered by the Parish Council towards supply and instillation of tree. This has been accepted. The lighting alone will cost approximately £150-00 this needs a connection from a street lighting to the tree. J. H and his son D.H. have already put in a great amount of back‑breaking work making the base safe. T.P ( church ) has been approached to make a safe connection from the supply to the tree. An alternative has been offered by Jaguar Estates ( Mr Wadsworth ). Should there be any shortfall of monies, extra funds will come from the “Ecclesfield Village Plan”. Insurance has been organised by P.B. ( Essential ).

5. Grant Applications

   Grants have been applied for by Village in Bloom, and a result should be forthcoming in mid December.

6.  Village Green
    This to be discussed fully at our next meeting in January 2009.

    It is still the intention to form a sub committee to pursue this and anyone interested in helping form this should contact either J.P or K.F. It is very important to get this up and running.

7.   Traffic Issues

      J. E. has this under his belt and has been in contact with Andy McKee who is interested in helping J.E. with this project but asked for specific information as to what our needs were. Suggestions about one way systems and axle weights were submitted but we have to be more specific. With this in mind J.E. asked for and it was approved that a sub committee be formed to delve deeper into all aspects of this.

J. H. suggested  a “village map” be produced and all local freight and transport related businesses be brought into view. J.H. is also corresponding re “Smithy Wood” industrial site with its future traffic concerns.

It was suggested by K.S that we should get the local school children involved in taking details of  vehicles size and type and will put this before the school governors at their next meeting which is quite soon.

Pedestrian crossing or crossings are a possibility along with traffic calming. G.M is to look into school children and their method of transport / walking to the comprehensive school. This could find a effective location for a pedestrian crossing.

8.   Fly Tipping

   As requested at previous meeting a letter was sent to all householders on Priory Road and Priory Close regarding this matter. No-one has been in contact, although fly tipping appears for the moment to have ceased.

9.   Old Post Office
     The “illuminated facia sign” and “shutters” have now been made subject to enforcement orders and must be redone in keeping with immediate area. We need to keep our eyes open on this to ensure work is carried out.  Ongoing.

10.  Town End Road Project
      All safely planted thanks to a good turn out and effort. Thanks to all. [Lots of L.M’s friends turned out to help, plus residents of Town End Road, members of the “Ecclesfield Conservation Group”, and  Simon Ross and Rachel Sanchez from “Positive Activities for Young People”, http://www.sheffield.gov.uk/out--about/parks-woodlands--countryside, phone 0114 261 1925].

     G.M.has asked for us to keep this on the agenda until all idea’s are covered, including the footpath. There is possible help from Jaguar Estates - keep watching.
