Possible Projects for 2009/2010…

5. Conservation area advertising signs and TC’s new planning application: Do we feel that shop signs in the conservation area should be uniform in colour and/or styling, or be in keeping with the conservation area? Also, possibly related to this question, to decide whether we should object to the planning application TC’s have just lodged for a modified sign and painted shutters. (See below for background)

6. Boundary wall- Church surrounds Church Street/ Priory Road- topping stones. To receive a report by J.H. and to discuss the problem.

7. Derelict Property – The old “cobblers” and later “fishing tackle” shop. To see if anybody wants to look into this as a possible project?

8. Possible “village green” adjacent to Priory Rd/Church St.  To organise a meeting of people interested in pursuing designation of this area as our village green.

9. Any other new project suggestions for 2009/2010.

10. To review the new planning applications for Ecclesfield Village (See below).

11. Any other business.

12. To confirm the date of the next meeting.

Background to the Agenda

Conservation area advertising signs and TC’s new planning application. We received a letter from Sheffield City Council advising us that they have received new planning applications for the Mini-Mart. Details of these applications also appeared in the list of applications on the Councils on-line Planning site, and from these it is clear that TC’s are proposing to reduce the length of their illuminated red PVC sign and make other changes. M.B. therefore contacted the planning officer concerned (Alex Owen), and it appears that the Council is prepared to consider the new planning application. As a group, we therefore have the option of …

i) Supporting the application (Which should make acceptance by the council more likely and may thereby speed the changes detailed in the application).

ii) Not commenting on the application (I.e. leaving it to individual members and other residents to express their views).

iii) Objecting to the application as a group.

If we choose iii) above, then we may want to decide whether we feel that the shop signs in the area should be uniform in colour or styling, (NB. The Black Bull, bakery, and fish & chip shop appear to conform to each other i.e. cream background with black/dark coloured antique lettering). Then when new businesses open up should we approach and offer guidance? If so, should we include illustrations of colours etc. as a page on our web site?

Colours and styles mentioned in the three letters of objection currently displayed on the council planning site are…

 “The shutters should be coloured green… The lettering needs to be discrete, probably italic script in black on a cream background”

“ more appropriate colours would be brown/cream, green/cream”.

“subtle signage in black and white”

Note that the expiry date for neighbour consultations is 18/03/2009, so any communications need to be sent in the next couple of days. Also, Ecclesfield Parish Council may have difficulty in responding, since their meeting is the day before the deadline (I.e. on 17/03/2009).

Village Green.  K.F. has been enquiring amongst local neighbours their views and also asked for their participation and input in taking this further. Surprisingly enough there was serious interest and we will now have the potential to go forward.  We do have most of the necessary forms and information relative to our making the land adjacent to Priory Road/ Church Street/ Church tree boundary into a village green status but their is a lot of work involved prior to this happening . A meeting will be organised for last week this month subject to interested persons being available. All will be kept posted.

Boundary wall- church surrounds Church Street/ Priory Road- topping stones. This was brought to the attention of the group early in its history, and now requires serious attention. J.H. has been investigating the problem.

Derelict Property. Alongside the old garage site there is a building (originally the cobblers and later fishing tackle shop,  This is in dire need of serious attention, a possible project?
